I think that it must have been about 50 miles on various two-lane curving country roads going almost to the Oklahoma 
border by the time that we reached the quaint Rancho �æ Sereno, “The Inn At Sandy Creek.” Dennis led us on a driving tour of the 
quarter horse ranch and wildlife preserve to see the owner’s house, the bed & breakfast and the lakes before we parked in the guest 
area and went into The Lodge. Our hosts, Lisa and Mike Maberry, met us there and told us about their “Reining” quarter horse 
breeding ranch and the bed & breakfast. They said that one of their horses had won an event in the World Equestrian Games in 
Lexington, Kentucky, last fall. 

I didn’t tell them that I grew up in Lexington and that I have been to all of the famous horse farms there. I am probably the only 
person that you will meet who can claim to have been present at Faraway Farm in November 1947 for the funeral of Man o’ War, the 
world famous racehorse. I was in grade school at the time and 8 years old. My best friend Charlie’s parents ask me to skip school 
and go along with them for the day. It was a very big event in Lexington celebrated with peanut butter glasses with Man o’ War and 
his racing record painted on them. Of course, he has been exhumed and reburied since then at The Kentucky Horse Park. Quoting 
Wikipedia, “In a mid-century Associated Press poll, he was overwhelmingly voted the greatest thoroughbred of the ! rst half of the 
20th century.” He did not win the Triple Crown because his owner “didn’t believe that he should run in the Kentucky Derby,” but 
he won the Preakness and then the Belmont with a 20-length lead. Also known as “Big Red” they had trouble getting horses to race 
against him and at one race there was only one challenger. He had 1-100 odds, carried 138 pounds and he beat the other horse by 100 
lengths. By the way, Man o’ War beat the ! rst 1919 Triple Crown winner, Sir Barton by seven lengths in a later race.

 The Joy of Filing for Medicare
A mistake on one’s Medicare application can take the joy out of getting 
older.  There’s joy in getting older?  Yes, there are happy things about 
aging, like having good health, friends and, of course, driving a Corvette.
