
CONSTITUTION

CORVETTE CLUB OF TEXAS, INC.

ARTICLE I - NAME

A.
The name of the club shall be Corvette Club of Texas, Incorporated.

ARTICLE II - PURPOSE
A.
The club is formed as a non-profit organization, incorporated in the state of Texas, for the purposes of:

1.
Providing technical and practical information for Corvette owners and enthusiasts.

2.
Planning and conducting safe driving activities.

3.
Planning and conducting competitive sports car events.

4.
Providing opportunities for social activities among the members.

5. Raising and donating money to charitable organizations.

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

A.
Full membership in the Corvette Club of Texas shall be open to Corvette owners.

B.
Classes of membership shall be specified as called for in the by-laws.

ARTICLE IV - DUES

A.
Dues will be as approved by the majority of the membership as specified in the


 by-laws.

ARTICLE V - VOTING

A.
The right to exercise the voting privilege is extended to voting members only on the basis of one vote per member.

B.
A simple majority of voting members at a meeting will carry a vote.

ARTICLE VI – MEETINGS

A.
The business meetings shall be held at a time and place as approved by the membership and designated in the by-laws.

B. The board meetings shall be at a time and place as agreed upon by a majority of the current board members and referred to in the by-laws.

C.
Robert’s Rules of Order will serve as a guideline for conducting business and committee meetings.

ARTICLE VII - OFFICERS ELECTIONS

A.
The elected officers of the club shall be the president, vice president, treasurer, secretary, governor, and board of directors.

B.

Each officer of the club shall be elected for a calendar year by a majority vote of the members present at a designated business meeting by a secret ballot.  Officers shall be elected in December to be installed in January, with the exception of the governor, who shall be elected in September and installed in October.

C.  
Members of the board of directors shall be elected as a senior board member completes their term of office, which is two years from the date elected.
D.
No person shall hold more than one elected office at a time.

E.
The president shall preside at each meeting.  In the absence of the president the vice president shall preside.  In the absence of the vice president the treasurer shall preside, in the absence of the treasurer the secretary shall preside, in the absence of the secretary, the chairman of the board of directors shall preside.

F.
If the office of the president becomes vacant for any reason during the calendar year, the vice president will automatically become president.  If for any reason the vice president refuses the office of president, an election will be held to fill the vacancy.

G.
If the office of the vice president, secretary, treasurer, or governor becomes vacant during their elected term, that vacancy will be filled by an election for the un-expired portion of the term.


H.
The Board of Directors
1.
Shall consist of five elected persons.

2. Board members will be elected for a two-year term.  

3. In the event of an absent board member the first alternate shall be the president of the club.  The second alternate shall be the treasurer.  The alternate shall have full voting rights in place of the elected board member that they are replacing for a particular meeting of the board of directors.

4.
The president, treasurer and secretary will attend all board meetings.

5.
The board member having the longest tenure on the board will preside as chairman.  The president will vote only to break a tie.

6.
Board members will not be allowed to succeed themselves unless such member had immediately, previous to his election, been serving as a replacement board member for one year or less.

7.
Any board action may be overruled by a majority vote of the members at a regular business meeting.

I.
Qualifications For Holding All Elected Club Offices:

1.
Only full voting members, who own a Corvette at the time of their election, may hold office.

2.
A candidate must be a full member for a minimum of one full year prior to their nomination.

ARTICLE VIII - IMPEACHMENT

A.
Motions to impeach or expel any club officer, board member, or member will be presented to the board of directors in writing.  The board shall appoint a committee within thirty days to investigate the motion and make recommendations to the members within sixty days of their appointment.   Impeachment or expulsion will be accomplished by a simple majority vote of the members present at a business meeting after hearing the recommendation.  The committee shall be disbanded upon the conclusion of the investigating committee’s recommendations report to the members.

ARTICLE IX - PROPERTY AND FINANCE

A.
All property of the club shall be in the club’s name.

B.
If the club disbands, the property of the club shall be disposed of in accordance with the wishes of the voting members in good standing.

C.
All funds belonging to the club shall be deposited in a bank of the treasurer’s choice, with board approval.

D.
Checks and other orders for payment of monies in the name of the club shall be signed by the treasurer or president.

E. The treasurer shall make a written summary of finances to the club at every business and board meeting. The treasurer must also submit the current bank statements at each board meeting.

ARTICLE X – AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

A.
Amendments to the constitution and by-laws shall be by a simple majority vote of the members present at a business meeting.

B.
Motions affecting the constitution and by-laws will be introduced and discussed at a business meeting and published in the newsletter in its final form.

C. The proposed motion shall be published in the newsletter and voted on at the next business meeting.

D. Emergency motions affecting the constitution and by-laws may be placed in effect by the president upon a majority vote of the members present.  Such emergency measures will only be in effect until the following business meeting.
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
