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Insurance
We get several questions each month concerning insurance on Vettes.  Hopefully the following information may help some of you:

Our first question would be, do you plan on doing limited driving (less than 3,000 miles per year) and are you going to drive it to/from work?

If you plan on limiting the amount you drive the vette, to maintain it as a low mileage car, contact Consumers County Mutual Insurance agent Wally Smith in Plano.

You can get a 1,000 or 3,000 mile policy for any classic vehicle. It is not to be driven to/from work or used as a daily driver, and the cost for a "younger" vette will be around $300 per year for a 3,000 mile policy with $1,000 deductible on a car that is less than 25 years old. If the car is 25 years, or older then the deductible is $0. Get full coverage and either $300,000 or $500,000 liability coverage. 

If you are going to drive the car as a daily driver, then you will be required to get unlimited mileage coverage insurance through a regular agency like State Farm Ins. Plan on paying around $550 every 6 months for a $500 deductible policy
